Booking Deposit & Damage 
Deposit 

A booking deposit of 25% of the total estimated 
rental fees is required. Your rental is not confirmed 
until the booking deposit payment has been received. 
The booking deposit fee will be applied to the total 
fee for the rental of the facility. Booking deposits are 
accepted with cash, cheque, or debit/credit in-person. 
If you need to mail in the deposit, only cheque is 
accepted.

A damage deposit of $350.00 for daily rentals and 
100% of the Total Fee for weekend rentals is required 
by cheque, cash, debit/credit prior to the start of 
Rental Term and pick up of keys.

Beautiful Sir Winston Churchill Provincial Park 
is Alberta’s only park of islands. The islands 
are located in the east basin of Lac la Biche. 
Big Island and Long Island are accessible by a 
2.5 kilometre-long causeway over the lake, just 
11 kilometres northeast of the community of 
Lac La Biche.

The provincial park offers 17 comfort camping sites, a 
campground of 72 sites and one group area camping 
site. Trails and roads lead across Long Island, where 
the Community Facility is located, and over to Big 
Island where various lookout points and amenities can 
be accessed.

The Sir Winston Churchill Provincial Park Community 
Facility opened September 2019. The adjacent 
Comfort Camping Area offers 15 cabins and 2 tipis in 
the summer (10 cabins are open year-round) which can 
also be reserved for people attending your event.

Main Hall Bookings
The vaulted ceilings with cathedral windows offer 
a beautiful lakeside view, providing a true ’natural’ 
feeling of being in a provincial park.The main hall 
comfortably seats 100 people for a variety of special 
events or training functions. Non-profit rates are 
available upon request.

If requested, and availability permits in the booking 
system, 5 comfort cabins can be blocked off for rental 
purposes by any party renting the Hall facility for a 
weekend event.  Cabins will be held until 30 days prior 
to the event at which time payment for the cabins
